c) What size is this painting? Try to imagine that size compared to the art room wall. Why do you think Picasso painted it so large?

d) It is painted only in black grey and white. Give three (3) reasons why you think he may have used only these ‘neutrals’.

e) Do you think it would have been more or less effective painted in colour? Give reasons.
